Arrive early to help
with  canopy and table display set-up.  Wear Blue Outfit,  nametags;  for outerwear,  bring Blue
jacket.

Uniform is Blue shirt, Black pants, Black shoes/socks for the first and second half of the Show.
As  a  reminder,  the  second  half  is  chapter  quartets,  accordion  interlude,  featured  quartet,
“OASIS,” and a grand finale. Tickets anyone?
